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In 2010, our five Internet computers were used for
6,679 one hour appointments. We continue to see a
high usage by those who do not have their own home
computer access. The Internet computer dedicated to
Pennsylvania Career Link job searches has seen a lot
of activity due to the loss of jobs.

The Grove City Community Library web site has a
wealth of information available for library patrons to
access on any computer. The POWER LIBRARY is a
valuable resource to magazines, newspapers, medi-
cal, and more. Unfortunately due to State budget
cuts, there will be a diminishing amount of material
available on POWER LIBRARY. Ask the staff for the
special code to access this free service on your home
computer.

WiFi access to the Internet has been well used by
those who bring their personal laptop computers to
the library—an average of 525 patrons have utilized
this resource.

Using your library card number, the Web- Collection-
Plus is now available to view our library holdings
and your library account on our web site from a com-
puter at any location.
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Volunteers from age 14 through retirees assist us in
many essential tasks. A total of 1,287.75 volunteer
hours were contributed to the library. Multiplying
those hours by $7.25 per hour shows a savings of
$9336.18 to the Library.

The Friends of the Library contributed $8,000 as a
result of their annual Fund Drive Letter, two Used
Book Sales, Spring and Christmas basket drawing,
House Tour, Jewelry Parties and Library Card
groups. We owe our Volunteers and Friends many
thanks for helping us in more ways than one!
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Library Patrons, December 31, 2010
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The Library Board and Staff with the help of the
Grove City Borough are expanding the library walls.

Construction began December 20th and will continue
into the Spring of 2011. Please know we are making
every effort to provide as much service as possible
during this time of construction. The library wishes to
thank all of the community members, businesses, and
patrons for their donations and support—without your
generosity, the expansion would not be possible.
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Grove City Community Library plays a vital role in
the education of our children. Numerous programs
for babies, pre-schoolers, early readers through
young adults are planned to encourage an enjoyment
of reading.

Make A Splash! was the theme of the 2010 summer
reading program which registered 550 kids to read
20 books and total attendance of 1,120 for 34
different activities. A Honor Luau Party was held at
Memorial Park for children who read 20 books and
260 children (and families) attended. A total of
11,000 books were read by children!

Throughout the year, we hosted weekly Story Times,
Bookworm Babies and Bookworm Clubs. Some of
the book related events for school age children
included a St. Patrick’s Day Tea, an African Safari,
Cupcake and Cooking Workshops, and a Fancy
Nancy party.

The Grove City school district as well as the day
care/pre-school facilities make scheduled visits to
the library and invite Miss Heather to their location
for many special programs. This shows what good
things can happen when a community comes
together!

Many thanks to the volunteers and community
members who give generously of their time to help
with programming!
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Two adult book discussion groups met in 2010. For the
first six months, a series of novels involving mystery
and forensic science were discussed. In the fall, the
group participated in a Pennsylvania Humanities
Council grant program, Read About It!: Books on
Screen where they read, viewed and discussed four
novels and films. Facilitator Eileen Master led an
average of 13 people in these fun and lively
discussions.

The library hosted its first joint genealogy program
with the Grove City Historical Society in September
with an attendance of 24 community individuals. The
program focused on resources available at both
locations for genealogical research.

One Book One Grove City, the first community wide
reading program in Grove City began in September of
2010 and continues through April of 2011. Some of the
activities available through One Book One Grove City
are: book discussions, film viewings, a community
dinner, and volunteer opportunities . The library is
proud to be part of this community event and looks
forward to many in the future.
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Programs for the teens are held at least once per month.
Reel Reads book based movie nights as well as Chick
Flick Afternoons are well attended. 35 teens
participated in their own Summer Reading Program in
2010 and the teens read 3,500 pages.
